	Battle Hill Site, Fort Ann, NY

WHEREAS, Fort Ann, NY was the site of a very important Revolutionary War battle that saw the Nation’s new “Stars and Stripes” flown for the first time; and

WHEREAS, The battle, which took place on July 8, 1777 was of great strategic importance in that it helped the Colonies win their independence from Great Britain by hindering General Burgoyne’s march south to Saratoga Springs, NY; and

WHEREAS, The majority of this battle took place on Battle Hill and its environs in Fort Ann, NY, which is now in danger of being strip-mined for its aggregate; and

WHEREAS, In keeping with the Preamble to the Constitution of The American Legion, “To preserve the memories and incidents of our associations in the Great Wars;” now, therefore, be it

RESOLVED, By The American Legion, Department of New York in Convention assembled July 19, 20, 21, 2012 in Rochester, NY, that it respectfully request the New York State Legislature to preserve the Battle Hill site and its environs in Fort Ann, NY as a Battlefield Monument.
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
