	NYS Liquor Authority 30 Days Billing Policy


Referred to Convention Resolutions Committee
WHEREAS, the New York State Division of Alcoholic Beverage Control has issued a memorandum mandating a policy of billing all retail sales establishments twice a month for all purchases from all beer, wine, and liquor distributors; and

WHEREAS, a large number of American Legion Posts in New York State operate a members’ lounge which significantly contributes to the income and social activities of the facility; and

WHEREAS, the operation of such members’ lounge is under the jurisdiction of the New York State Division of Alcoholic Beverage Control; and

WHEREAS, this billing policy is a major deviation from the normal billing practice of a 30 day net due policy utilized universally by the retail business community throughout this State and Nation; and

WHEREAS, this policy, for many obvious reasons, constitutes discrimination and hardship against a specific business sector; in which many participants are small, non-profit organizations whose bookkeeping and financial transactions are performed by volunteers; now, therefore, be it

RESOLVED, by The American Legion, Department of New York, in Convention assembled July 19, 20, 21, 2009 in Rochester, New York, that the New York State Legislature should adopt legislation requiring the New York State Liquor Authority to return to the "30 day billing policy” for non-profit veterans’ organizations.
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
