	Repeal New York Military Law Section 180a


Referred to Convention Resolutions Committee
WHEREAS, New York Military Law Section 183 gives the following organizations priority in the use of New York Armories: National Guard units, Cadets, Veterans’ Organizations, Civil Air Patrol units, Military Organizations, Organizations of  descendents of veterans, Historic Military Commands, Associations created under the Military Law and Government bodies for official use; and

WHEREAS, A recent added Military Law Section 180a reverses the priority for the Armory of the Seventh Regiment of New York, located in the County of New York, State of New York , and gives purely civilian organizations priority in the use of the Armory; and

WHEREAS, New York Military Law Section 180a also strips the Commanding Officer of the Seventh Regiment Armory the power to grant consent to use said Armory; and

WHEREAS, The Seventh Regiment Armory has long been home to a corps of Cadets known as the Knickerbocker Grays and an historic command known as the Veterans Corps of Artillery, and, in-as-much-as, the Seventh Regiment of New York Armory has also been used by various Veterans’ groups and organizations of descendents of Veterans; and

WHEREAS, This is the only Armory in the State of New York that has been singled out for this organizational reversal; now, therefore, be it finally
RESOLVED, By The American Legion, Department of New York in Convention assembled July 14, 15, 16, 2011 in Binghamton, NY that it urge the NYS Legislature to repeal New York Military Law Section 180a.  
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
