WHEREAS, During the early part of 1979 the Iranian Islamic revolutionary government ideology led to a steady deterioration in Iran-U.S. relations which culminated in an act of aggression on the United States; and 
WHEREAS, On November 4, 1979 the United States embassy was attacked in Tehran, Iran and seized by Iranian students and terrorist factions; and

WHEREAS, Of the approximately 90 people inside the embassy, including the United States Marine Corps Embassy Guard, 52 remained in captivity until the end of the crisis; and  
WHEREAS, President Carter applied economic pressure by halting oil imports from Iran and freezing Iranian assets in the United States; and
WHEREAS, During this same time several diplomatic initiatives were begun to free the hostages, all of which proved fruitless; and 
WHEREAS, This prompted a military rescue mission on April 24 - 25, 1980 by the United States which failed after three of eight helicopters were damaged in a sandstorm; and
WHEREAS, During this failed rescue mission, eight US servicemen were killed; and
