WHEREAS, The American Legion has created the most respected government instruction program for high school students; and
WHEREAS, The eligibility requirement calls for only those students who illustrate leadership, character, loyalty, and service; and

WHEREAS, The proof of the effectiveness of the Boys’ State Program lies in its accomplished alumni; and

WHEREAS, Highly intelligent and hard-working students are able to graduate from high school in three years and are, therefore not eligible for Boys’ State because of the “one semester requirement;” now, therefore, be it

RESOLVED, By The American Legion, Department of New York in Convention assembled July 17, 18, 19, 2014 in Albany, NY that it support making high school students who are eligible to graduate in three years able to attend Boys’ State after the third year of high school; and, be it further
RESOLVED, That The American Legion, Department of New York request the National Organization to adopt a uniform set of Boys’ State eligibility requirements for all Departments to follow.
RESOLVED, That, if adopted, this resolution be sent to the National Organization in Convention assembled August 26, 27, 28, 2014 in Charlotte, North Carolina for its consideration.
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
