WHEREAS, United States Military Forces engaged former Communist nations’ armed forces during the years 1945 to the dissolution of the Soviet Union in 1990; and
WHEREAS, During this 45 year period, the United States depended upon its members of the Army, Navy, Air Force, Marine Corps, and Coast Guard, all of whom swore to protect and defend the United States from all enemies; foreign and domestic; and;
WHEREAS, The success in defeating the former Soviet Union and its allies from the Warsaw Pact Nations, constituted the most successful victory of the United States Armed Forces since the end of the Second World War; and
WHEREAS, Many members of the United States Armed Forces have never been properly recognized with an appropriate service ribbon to honor their service to our nation during the Cold War period; now, therefore, be it

RESOLVED, By The American Legion, Department of New York in Convention assembled July 17, 18, 19, 2014 in Albany, NY that The American Legion petition Congress to establish, and fund, a Cold War Service Ribbon to properly recognize the significant contributions of our military personnel in defense of the Unites States from communist aggression; and, be it finally

RESOLVED,  That, if adopted, this resolution be forwarded to the National Organization in Convention assembled August 28, 29, 30, 2014 in Charlotte, NC for their action.
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
